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This was a one day course which focused on the accurate diagnosis and classification of lymphoid neoplasms, in light of the 2016 updated WHO Classification for haematolymphoid neoplasms. A great deal of learning was designed to be done before hand via the website which hosted 14 videos. These covered the topics of a resource-stratified approach for the diagnosis of B-cell lymphomas, B-CLL/SLL, MCL, FL, MZL, 
an algorithmic approach to the diagnosis of mature NK and T cell neoplasms, diagnosis of aggresive B cell lymphomas, pathology of Hodgkin lymphoma and Fluorescence in situ hybridization techniques. Due to my lack of lab experience, I found that these lectures gave a good grounding regarding common IHC staining and how to decide if a histopathology report of a fresh lymphoma case was sufficient or not. Another useful feature of these videos was the inclusion of pictures of FISH studies, a tool that we have limited access to in my institution. 
The morning started with a Professor Kevin Gatter Memorial Lecture which talked about the history of lymphoma classification. The rest of the day consisted primarily of case presentations by the local faculty, covering either tricky cases with aberrant expression of IHC markers or rare diseases. For example, one case involved differentiating classical Hodgkin’s lymphoma with aberrant expression of T cell markers from peripheral T cell lymphoma with Reed-Sternberg like cells. Another case covered the rare entity IgG4 related disease.
There was also an industry sponsored talk which covered the differential diagnosis of myeloproliferative neoplasms, focusing on the changes in the 2016 WHO Classification for haematolymphoid neoplasms. For example, the bone marrow differences between essential thrombocytosis and pre-fibrotic myelofibrosis when faced with a patient with thrombocytosis.

The theme of the day was accurate diagnosis to ensure patients receive proper counseling about the most appropriate treatment options. Attending this course has broadened my knowledge in a great way. 
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
