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ALL is a life-threatening haematology malignancy. However, recent advancement in the knowledge of its genomic landscapes; and progress in the management of ALL such as monitoring of measurable residual disease (MRD), as well as utilization of immunotherapies has made it a fascinating disease to treat. This very 1st ESH Translational Conference on ALL is uniquely designed to provide time and multiple opportunities for discussions and interactions with internationally recognized physicians and scientists in the ​field.
A lot of key opinion leaders in the field of ALL, such as Dieter Hoelzer (Frankfurt), Hagop Kantarjian (Houston) and  Hervé Dombret (Paris) attended the meetings. They have provided comprehensive insights on the importance of genetic sciences towards the present, and future of management of ALL.
Some of interesting of topics in this conference included:

· To  optimally diagnose, classify and deliver the right treatment to the right patient based on master pathways/targets in B& T cell  ALL.
· To review the conventional therapeutic options, with a focus on the latest controversies of of allogeneic haematopoietic stem cell transplantation in ALL
· To review how to optimize the management of individual patients focusing on elderly group, individual drug metabolism, tolerance and toxicity.
· To acquire improved knowledge of new emerging targeted or immunologic treatments such as antibody-drug conjugates (ADCs), bi speci​fic T-cell engager antibodies (BiTEs) and  chimeric antigen receptor (CAR) T-cells
I have the privilege to share our experince in Ampang Hospital via two poster presentation, namely “Allogenic Haematopoietic Stem Cell Transplantation for Adult B-Acute Lymphoblastic Leukaemia (B-ALL) in Malaysia" & Outcome of Philadelphia Positive Acute Lymphoblastic Leukaemia in Adult Patients – a Single Centre Experience”.  The interaction and sharing of knowledge with a mainly European experts and colleagues during the mentored poster walks were truly valuable and important in my future career as a budding hematologist. 
I realised that the excitement of immunotherapies such as chimeric antigen receptor (CAR) T-cells has somewhat waned in this conference compared to the past couple of years. Although there are still a lot of breakthrough and advancement in immunotherapies, most hematologist , especially in the European world has adopted a ‘cautiously optimistic’ approach where immunotherapies could be used early in the course/frontline of treatment in combination with conventional chemotherapy or as ‘bridging’  before stem cell transplant.
